Giving picked up
in the fall and we entered 2011 in the black.

Despite the difficult economy, MTM received
tremendous community support for our capital
campaign. Funding will allow the construction of
seven apartments on the fourth floor of our women’s
facility on Commerce Avenue to serve as transitional
housing for women and children.

We are remodeling a portion of our facility, with
plans for it to become a potential day-center for
transient males and community food pantry. This new
space will also provide city agencies with an opportu-
nity to better engage the chronically homeless around
vital life-giving services throughout the city.

MTM is moving forward with our vision to provide
Seven Gems of success for clients in our substance
abuse program called S.A.V.E. (Spiritually Account-
able, Vocationally Equipped). Our desire is for our
graduates to have a job, G.E.D., a relationship with
Jesus, an apartment, an auto, a church home, and to
be reunited with their families.

The faithful giving of private donors in this com-
munity has sustained MTM for the past 111 years,
without direct government support. Your generosity
and compassion encourage us in times of uncertain-
ty.
